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Shamanists painted not only what they saw with their eyes but also what they saw in dreams
and what they felt in their hearts. According to the Shamanistic trinity $amje: heaven, earth
and man) concept they painted the heavenly images: God; the spirit of the sun, moon, stars,
cloud, thunder, wind, and rain; the four cardinal guardians; the twelve zodiac animals, and
others that appeared in their dreams or imaginations.
